Subject — Regarding the issuance of Recognition Certificate to schools under Rule 11, Sub-rule {4) of the
Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules, 2011, in accordance with the provisions of
Section 18 of the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009.

Respected Sir/Madam,

I, the Education Officer, Brihanmumbai Municipal Corporation, hereby grant provisional recognition to
Narayan Acharya Vidyaniketan, Chembur, Mumbai— 400074, for a period of three years from
01/04/2016 to 31/03/2019, for Classes 5th to 8th.

The above recognition is subject to compliance with the following conditions:

01. The period of recognition shall not be extended, and under no circumstances shall there be any
obligation to grant recognition or upgradation beyond Class 8.

02. The school shall comply with the provisions of the Right of Children to Free and Compuisory
Education Act, 2009 (Annexure |) and the Maharashtra Right of Children to Free and Compulsory
Education Rules, 2011 (Annexure 11).

03. The school shall admit, in Class 1, children belonging to disadvantaged and weaker sections from
the nearby locality to the extent of at least 25% of the total strength of that class, and shall
provide them with free and compulsory education till the completion of primary education.
Furthermore, this provision shall also be followed similarly in the case of pre-primary classes.

04. For the children specified in Paragraph 3, the school shall receive reimbursement as per Section
12(2) of the Act. A separate bank account shall be provided to the school for receiving such
reimbursement.

05. The institution/school shall not collect any capitation fee, and shall not subject the child or their
parents/guardians to any screening procedure for admission.

06. No child shall bie denied admission to the school on the grounds of age, religion, caste or
ancestry, place of birth, or any such reason.

07. (1) Any child admitted to the school shall not be retained in the same class, nor shall they be
removed from the school until the completion of primary education.

(2) No child shall be subjected to physical punishment or mental harassment.

{3) No child shall be required to pass any board examination until the completion of primary
education.

(4) Every child who has completed primary education shall be awarded a certificate as specified
under Rule 23.

(5) Children with disabilities/special needs shall be included in accordance with the
provisions of the Act.

(6) Teachers who possess the minimum qualifications as prescribed under Section 23(1) of the
Act shall be appointed. However, those teachers who do not possess the minimum
qualifications as on the date of commencement of the Act shall be required to acquire such
qualifications within a period of five years.

(7) The teacher shall perform his/her duties as specified under Section 24(1) of the Act, and
(8) The school shall ensure that the teacher does not engage himself/herself in private Tuith

private teaching activities. / O

08. The school shall follow the curriculum prepared based on the syllabus prescrlbed b i

The schoal shall grant admission to students in proportion to the facilities available in the
school, as prescribed under Section 19 of the Act.

(13) The school is being run by a society registered under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 (Act 21 of
1860) or hy a trust'reglsterecl under the Bombay Public Trusts Act, 1950.

(14) The school is.not run for the benefit of any individual, group of individuals, or any other person, nor
is it operated for profit.

(15) The school accounts shall be audited and certified by a chartered accountant, and appropriate
financial statements shall be prepared as per regulations. A copy of each financial statement shall be
submitted to the office of the Deputy Director of Education. If surplus funds are available as per the
report of the chartered accountant, the school/management shall not increase the fees.

(16) The recognition number allotted to your school is 033.03.49. Kindly mention this number in all
correspondences with this office. Please take note of the same.

(17) The school shall submit reports and information as and when requested by the Education Officer /
Deputy Education Officer. The school shall also comply with the instructions issued by the Government
or the competent authority to ensure continuous fulfillment of the conditions of recognition or to rectify
any deficiencies in the functioning of the school.

(18) In case of renewal of the registration of the society/trust, the school shall ensure and provide
confirmation of such renewal.

(19) Other conditions as per Annexure Three are attached herewith.

Note: The provisions under the Maharashtra Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules,
2012(regarding reservation of seats for children from disadvantaged and weaker sections for primary
education) shall not be applicable to unaided minority schools.
